Graduation Evaluation:

This
evaluation is required to earn a
degree. Please remember that in
addition to meeting the General
Education requirements and the
Major requirements, all students
must complete a minimum of 120
credit hours, 40 of which must be
upper-division (300-499) to earn a
bachelor’s degree.
